TO THEIR OWN SUCCESS

National Schools Chaplaincy Funding
You may have been aware that as a
result of the Australian Governments
National School Chaplaincy Program
(NSCP), funding has been made avail-
able for many government schools to
employ a chaplain. This funding will
end in 12 months but crucial decisions
about its long term viability are being
made at present. At the moment the Federal Government
are discussing and will decide in the near future, whether to
roll over, extend or cut funding for chaplaincy in govern-
ment schools. There are many in the government who are
against continuing the funding and their voices are loud. If,
as a parent/citizen, you have a hope that chaplaincy will be
enabled to continue, your voice too can impact the votes of
government representatives. You can support School
Chaplaincy by emailing your Federal Member of Parlia-
ment. It's important that our local MPs know how wide-
spread the support for this program is.

As we go through our days we deal with many diffieiges-
pects of children in their academic, emotional sodal
development.

It can be so easy to believe they have understand o
adult descriptions when we haven't stopped to staled
what they believe has been said. Adult perceptidnghat
we think children know can result in many half idead
concepts being held onto by our children for maearg.

At Kilsyth we are endeavouring to develop our stude
abilities to develop and use language to a fartgrete-
gree to what we accept now. Ask yourselves, Hoerofto |
accept a one word answer when | should delvela titeper
and ask my child to explain more fully and spemndktidevel-
oping their language. This will have immeasuratdadiits
in their school life when it comes to understandimgre
complex concepts in all areas of their education.

It is just so important to talk to our children gt to answer
for them nor accept simple answers where you ergbing
most of the thinking (and talking) for them.

Please think about what I've written and take ittne to ana-
lyse the way you interact verbally with your chéld you're
their best and most influential teacher in theies.

The Case for Continued NSCP Funding
The NSCP has contributed significantly to increased chap-
laincy numbers throughout Australian schools. Today, there
are almost 2,000 state schools with a chaplain. However,
about 65% of state schools still do not have access to a
school chaplain, and there is a growing call for school
chaplaincy services to be made available to far more
school communities. Our own school will be challenged
by a severe funding shortfall if the NSCP is no longer
funded, which may result in the end of our chaplaincy
program
“Principals consistently tell me that having a
chaplain makes a very significant difference
to the sense of well-being in their school. We
know from our own networks that significant
numbers of additional principals are keen to
appoint a chaplain if there is more funding
beyond 2010. We know that chaplains in
highly diverse school communities are a
positive influence for social inclusion. Fed-
eral chaplaincy funding is a relatively small
outlay for far reaching support and encour-
agement for school communities in challeng-
ing times.”
